Educational programmes

One of our fundamental aims here at
Cretaquarium is to popularize and disseminate scien-
tific knowledge about the marine world, with special
emphasis on the Medite rranean and the seas around
Greece.

To this end, educational programmes have been
designed and implemented at all levels in the educa-
tion system.

The programmes are adapted according to level
and curriculum. In groups of around 20, pupils learn
about the key phenomena in marine physics and
biology via hands-on, innovative teaching methods.
In making use of its facilities to preserve living
marine species, the aquarium offers pupils the
opportunity to study them in live laboratory condi-
tions, using stereoscopes and microscopes, as well
as to carry out focused observation in larger tanks on
the visitors’ route, with assistance from Aquarium
staff.

New digital technology has revolutionised com-
munications; webcameras now make the spectacle
on show at the aquarium available to the remotest of
areas. Cretaquarium offers this facility to schools in
remote areas in Greece and abroad.

Seacrafts

Here at Cretaquarium we have designed and
implemented a series of creative activities for chil-
dren of all ages. Every day in the summer months,
children can spend their morning or afternoon in our

purpose-built craft area, using clay moulds to make
all kinds of sea creatures. These can then be paint-
ed, either by drawing
inspiration from the liv-
ing creatures in the
aquarium or by giving
their imagination a free
rein. Young visitors can
also use paints, crafts
and plenty of imagina-
tion to create their own
made-up animal, which
they can then equip
with the right “gear” to
help it survive in a
given environment. On
the other hand, they may want to make
their very own sea marks and hats and
change into a sea creature.

These activities are also offered on
weekends and national holidays throughout
the school year. They are run by specialist
staff who help the children with their hand-
icrafts, talk with them and share knowledge
S0 as to raise awareness and develop their
eco-conscience.

Entertainment for children continues in
the pool outside the aquarium building,
where four remote-controlled boats await
them.
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
